present, such as Japanese Western-style paintings.

Hiroshima Castle [A3, B3]
Built in 1589 by Mori Terumoto, a feudal lord, 
the castle is also called Rijo, or Carp Castle.
The castle tower was destroyed by the 
A-bomb and rebuilt in 1958. The inside of 
the tower now serves as a history museum 
focusing on samurai culture. Among exhibits 

displayed there are gold-foil roof ridge-end tiles, each with the figure 
of shachihoko (imaginary creature with the
head of a dragon (or tiger) and body of a fish), which are excavated 
artifacts related to Hiroshima Castle.
